Waste reduction eases the burden on the environment and incinerators while improving the quality of
other public services.
Turn "Miscellaneous Paper" into Resources!
Approximately 20% of burnable garbage consists of newspapers, magazines, cardboard, and other
recyclable paper items known as "miscellaneous paper”. Collecting and recycling this paper together turns
it into a renewable resource and significantly reduces waste.
Note:
1) Miscellaneous paper collection boxes have been installed at 31 locations throughout Nara City,
including the City Hall, Shutcho-sho (branch offices of the City Hall), and administrative centers.
2) The following items are not considered "miscellaneous paper"
- photographs
- photo printing paper
- laminated postcards
- paper stuffed inside shoes or bags
- waterproof items like paper cups
3) Paper with odors, such as soap boxes, or stained with food or oil cannot be disposed of as
"miscellaneous paper".
